MAGNOLIAS

During March several magnolias come into flower. A fiMagnolia stellatstands near the path abov
Thomson's Bnd. Many others are planted throughout the Garden, particularly in woodland areas o
western side.Two youn@ DJQROLD [ ORHE Q Hanlbeffothtk gydwingsin BHiébe IRk oppos
Acer Glade. This large shrub or small tree bears {patk flowers that are deeper in bud. A more matur
form can be found growing on the other side of Acer Glade, by the Scots Pine.
