GETTING THERE

There is a disabled user’s car park at Peg’s
Pond Gate and buses (routes 85, K3) stop
outside Richmond Park. The nearest bus
stops are at Warren Road (Ladderstile Gate)
and Robin Hood Gate, a one-mile walk on
uneven ground.

Buses also
stop at Ham Common crossroads (65 bus
stop) and the barrier in Danebury Avenue,
near Roehampton Gate.
